Nancy Keith, President and CEO of the Greater Shawnee Chamber of 

Commerce, presented the proposed budget ending June 30, 2013 for the operation 

of the Convention and Visitor Bureau.  Ms. Keith talked about the success of the 

Convention and Visitor Bureau.  She will be interviewing, along with an interview 

committee including members of the tourism industry, for the position of Director 

of the CVB.  There is a new logo and a new website.  They will, also, be working 

with a consultant to help set the direction of the CVB.

 A staff report was given by City Manager Brian McDougal on questions 

regarding the employee insurance.  He highlighted the following 4 points:  

Consultant Services, Provider Contracts, the City’s contribution to the employees’ 

medical benefits, and definition of those eligible for participation in the plan. 

Jennifer Dawson spoke regarding the employee insurance work group.  She 

explained the process of the work group and urged the Commission to allow the 

work group to continue.  When a Commissioner pointed out that they did not 

intend to abolish the insurance work group, it was noted that the agenda item 

made it appear that the work group’s services were no longer required. 

 Dustin Brand, Employee Benefits Consultant INSURICA, presented 

written summary and analysis of different insurance options provided before 

selection of a provider.  He also offered to answer any questions the commission 

might have. 

Brenden “Chip” Shepard, Fire Department and President of the 

International Association of Firefighters, Local No. 206, spoke requesting the 

insurance work group be kept in place.  

Commissioner Agee stated the commissioners wanted the best for the city 

employees and the money is commission responsibility. 

Commissioner Stephens questioned why we need another level of 

bureaucracy and suggested that 2 or 3 commissioners be added to the current 

employee insurance work group.  She also urged the new Commissioners to go 

through the budget process before making any changes. 



Commissioner Hall wants commission to have better oversight on 

insurance.

SUMMARY OF REQUEST 

Tony Sampson, owner of Castle Cab has submitted an application to establish a Vehicle For Hire 
business in the City of Shawnee. Castle Cab is a company based in the Oklahoma City metro area. 
According to the Oklahoma Secretary of State, Castle Cab (Castle LLC) was formed in February 2011. 

STAFF ANALYSIS 

The City ordinance governing the operation of a taxi service is outdated and in need of major revision. 
Staff will revise it concurrent with the recodification efforts presently underway. However, the 
applicant wishes to proceed with a license under the current rules. The Commission's duties with 
regard to evaluation of a license request are as follows : 

Section 8-502: Prerequisite to issuance. 
(a) No license shall be granted or issued to operate any taxicab or other vehicle for hire upon 

the city streets until the city commission, after a public hearing held before it, by resolution declares 
that: 

(1) The public is not at that time adequately served. 
(2) Public convenience and necessity require the proposed service for which such 

application for a license to operate such taxicab or other vehicle for hire is made. 
(b) In determining whether public convenience and necessity require the licensing of such 

taxicabs or other vehicles for hire, the city commission shall take into consideration the following: 
(1) Whether the demands of public convenience and necessity require additional taxicab 

service within the city; 
(2) The financial responsibility of the applicant;

(3) The number, kind, type of equipment, increased traffic congestion and demand for 
increased parking space upon the city streets that will result; 

( 4) Whether the safe use of the streets by the public, both vehicular and pedestrian, will 
be preserved by the granting of such additional license; and 

(5) Other relevant facts as the city commission and police department may determine 
advisable or necessary. 

With regard to the above-listed requirements, Staff offers the following analysis: 

1. There is one existing vehicle for hire business in the City and it operates under the "Executive 
Cab" nameplate. Executive Cab has been licensed by the City since 2000 (approved by 
Shawnee City Commission: January 3, 2000). Executive Cab at present has two licensed 
drivers operating under its business license. According to information on file, they have three 
vehicles that provide service. 

2. Public convenience: 
a. Public convenience and necessity may require additional taxicab service within the 

City, but Staff has no way to determine this absent a survey of the general public, which 
has not been commissioned. One may make the assumption that because another 
private business wishes to establish a presence in Shawnee, that the local market is 
underserved. 

b. The applicant has operated Castle Cab in the Oklahoma City area since 2011. Staff 
does not have any information regarding the financial viability of the applicant. 

c. It is Staff's understanding that one driver will be operational in Shawnee under the 
Castle Cab nameplate, if the Commission approves the application. Each driver is 
individually licensed and a background check is conducted by the Police Department. 

d. Staff is not aware of any information that would suggest that the safe use of the streets 
by the public would be compromised by granting of a license. 

e. Staff is not aware of any other relevant facts or information. 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 

Based on the best available information, Staff recommends approval of a Vehicle For Hire License to 
Castle Cab (Tony Sampson). The official approval action needed is the passage of the attached 
Resolution by the City Commission.

Facts: On April 19, 1962, the City of Shawnee enacted Ordinance No. 183, 
annexing an area west of Twin Lakes into the city limits. This tract included the 
twenty acre parcel near Walker Road and Homer Lane. 

The ordinance was published on April 21, 1962. It does not appear in the tract 
index of the Pottawatomie County Clerk. 

The question is: 

Is the twenty acre parcel located near Walker Road and Homer Lane (the West 
Half of the Northeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter, Section 17, Township 10 
North, Range 2 East of the Indian Meridian, Pottawatomie County, properly 
annexed into the City of Shawnee? 

Title 11 O.S. 21-112 states: 

When any territory is annexed to or detached from a municipality, 
whether by ordinance or court order, the mayor shall file and 
record a duly certified copy of the ordinance or court order, 
together with an accurate map or plat of the territory, in the office 
of the county clerk of the county in which the territory, or the 
greater portion of it, is located and with the Ad Valorem Division 
of the Oklahoma Tax Commission. The record in the office of the 
county clerk shall be conclusive evidence of such annexation or 
detachment. 

Virtually identical language has appeared in Oklahoma law at least as far back as 
1921. The language ofthat statute (Section 4469, Comp. Stat. 1921) was: 

"When any territory is annexed by ordinance . . . to any city . . . it 
shall be the duty of the mayor of the city .. . to cause an accurate 
map of such added territory, together with a copy of the ordinance 
for the annexation, . . . duly certified, to be filed and recorded in 



the officer of the register of deeds of the county in which such 
added territory or the greater portion of it is situated .... " 

In Biggersta.ffv. City of Altus, 1926 OK 115, 243 P. 751, the Oklahoma Supreme 
Court addressed precisely this issue when the City of Altus failed to record an 
annexing ordinance. The Court held: 

"It is apparent from reading this section (4469, above) that the filing of a 
copy of the ordinance and map is not jurisdictional nor a prerequisite to 
the enactment of such ordinance, but is merely directory and to be done 
'when the territory is annexed.' The failure to record the ordinance and 
map therefore would not affect the validity of the ordinance. Nor 
would the failure of the county assessor to list said property for city 
taxes affect the validity of the ordinance." 

Id at §14. (Emphasis added.) 

The Court adopted this holding in Missouri-Kansas-Texas R. Co. v. Maltsberger, 
1941 OK 226, 116 P.2d 977. 

Based upon a review of the ordinance and publication, along with the Charter and 
Ordinances of the City of Shawnee ,and the Constitution, statutes, and case law of 
the State of Oklahoma, it is my legal opinion that your question: 

Is the twenty acre parcel located near Walker Road and Homer Lane (the West 
Half of the Northeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter, Section 17, Township 10 
North, Range 2 East of the Indian Meridian, Pottawatomie County, properly 
annexed into the City of Shawnee? 

Is answered in the affirmative.

RESOLUTION NO.    

A RESOLUTION CONSENTING TO AND APPROVING THE ASSIGNMENT OF THE 

CABLE FRANCHISE AND SYSTEM TO BCI ALLEGIANCE, LLC 

WHEREAS THE CITY OF SHAWNEE, OKLAHOMA (“Grantor”) granted to 

Allegiance Communications, LLC or its predecessor (“Grantee”), a franchise to own and operate 

a cable television system (“System”) in the municipality (the “Franchise”); 

WHEREAS, on January 8, 2013, Grantee entered into an Asset Purchase Agreement (the 

“Agreement”) with BCI Broadband Holding, LLC (“BCI”) whereby BCI will cause it’s indirect 

wholly owned subsidiary, BCI Allegiance, LLC (“Assignee”), to purchase and acquire certain 

assets relating to the System, including the Franchise, from Grantee (“Transaction”); 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE GRANTOR RESOLVES: 

1. Grantor consents to the Transaction to the extent required by the terms of the Franchise 

and applicable law. 

2. Grantor confirms that (a) the Franchise is valid and outstanding and in full force and 

effect; (b) there have been no amendments or modifications to the Franchise, except as 

set forth herein; and (c) Grantee is in compliance with the provisions of the Franchise. 

3. Effective upon the closing of the Transaction (the “Closing Date”), and the verification 

that Assignee has met the requirements of Section 5.2 of the permit by providing a 

Certificate of Insurance naming Grantor as an additional insured, Grantor releases 

Grantee from all obligations and liabilities under the Franchise and Assignee shall 

assume and be responsible for any obligations and liabilities under the Franchise that 

accrue on and after the Closing Date. 

4. This Resolution shall have the force of a continuing agreement with the Grantor, Grantee, 

and Assignee, and Grantor shall not amend or otherwise alter this Resolution without the 

written consent of Grantee and Assignee.
