declared. 

 

AGENDA ITEM NO. 1:   Water Sewer Master Plan Update. 

 

A presentation by Smith, Roberts, Baldischwiler, LLC, on the Comprehensive 

Utility System Master Plan included updates on the following. 

 

 Project Schedule and Deliverables 

 Water Supply and Treatment 

 Water Distribution System 

 Sanitary Sewer Collection System 

 Wastewater Treatment 

 Project Priorities and Cost Estimates 

 

The completed plan is on schedule to be delivered to the Commission and Trustees 

in December, 2013.  It was emphasized that the Master Plan, once completed, 

should be updated approximately every five years. 

 

AGENDA ITEM NO. 2:   Work Session to Discuss Capital Projects. 

 

City Manager Brian McDougal gave a slide presentation on Capital Projects and 

the General Capital Improvements prioritized list from 2011.  Many of the items 

on the 2011 list have been completed or are in the process of completion.  It was 

suggested that the department heads prepare an updated list of Capital 

Improvement Projects and the Commission prioritize the new list and add projects 

as they feel necessary.  Mayor Mainord suggested meeting on the updating of this 

list more often.  City Manager Brian McDougal agreed with meeting more often as 

this list should be a very fluid, working document.

Vice-Mayor Harrod had asked that this item be placed on the agenda.  After 

receiving more information from grant writers, he decided to table this item until a 

time when industry is in the area.  Without industry there, the grant would not be 

likely. 

It was suggested that another planning session be set up and one of the discussion 

items be other ways of financing this project.

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A. Discussion, consideration and possible action to approve proposed bike route 
map. 

Discussion: Michael Ludi stated this item has been discussed in previous meetings and Traffic 
Commissioners could ask questions if they had any at this time. Cody asked to make sure the 
maps given had not been changed from the previous meeting. The map has not changed since 
January 22, 2013 meeting. Ardrey asked if the widths of the streets were the same and if they 
were not would it cause a safety issue designating these streets as bike routes. Ludi explained that 
this would not cause an issue that you would not have on any other street but it really depends 
on what you do to that street re: signage. If you tried to make a designated lane none of the 
streets had room for this but if you were adding street signs to make drivers aware of the route 
the lanes would be no different than they are now. Taffe reminded everyone that the signage is a 
separate issue and that we are just approving the route map as is and not what will be used as far 
as signage for each street. Ardrey states his main concern is the safety issue. He states he does 
not believe that some of the streets on the current map would be safe unless you buy right of 
ways to make bike lanes. Ludi states all of the information re: the different types of signage was 
given for this reason. He could not recommend some types of signs on some roads but could 
recommend those signs on others. Taffe questioned if we recommend this map would the future 
signage come before the Traffic Commission or the City commission. Ludi reported if the City 
Commission requested the staff to put together a signage plan based on the amount they have 
budgeted it would be ran thru the Traffic Commission for approval of the recommendation then 
sent to the City Commissioners. Taffe wanted to clarify if the planning commission requested 
certain signage in certain area would it come before the Traffic Commission or to the City 
Commission? Ludi explained the Planning commission would put that as a recommendation to 
the City Commission and then the City Commission would have to ask the Traffic Commission 
to look at that request. The Planning Commission should not be giving recommendations for 
Traffic related items these items should go thru the Traffic Commission. Taffe voiced his 
concern re: the bike lanes originating thru the Planning Commission and their involvement with 
the signage in the future. Cody wanted to verify what they would be asking the City 
Commission. Ludi stated at this time the Traffic Commission would give their recommendation 
on the bike map only. Duffell asked if we would ask for funds to be designated for these routes 
or if that would be understood that by recommending this map. Ludi stated this would be 
assumed. All the minutes for the Traffic Commission is forwarded to the City Commission so 
they are aware of all of the discussions on this matter. The city Commission would know to look 
at this in the budgeting process if approved. All our projects go thru the City Commission 
whether it be a street project or traffic project. A letter could always be written to the City 
Commission to request funding for this or any other project. Taffe states that these issues 
dealing with the maps and signage hav_e.been discussed in the previous four months of meetings 
and we know what is going on with the bicycle groups and what they are wanting to do. 
Citizen participation: Kevin Kalies questioned signage: With these being called bike lanes could 
runners use them as well? Ludi states these are streets and runners can use them. Kalies asked if 
this would be on the signs. He stated there is a sign that says share the road and has a runner as 
well as a biker on it and requests this one to be used. He wanted to fmd ways to educate the 
public on what they are supposed to do regarding driving when they come across a runner or 
bicyclist. Taffe stated this should be in the drivers license process it would be in the book. Kalies 
also wanted to address parking on the streets. He wanted to make the "share the road " that 
cars not be allowed to park. Taffe states with approximately twenty-five (25) miles of road for 
this route it would be impossible to implement that. Duffell stated that runners, bicyclists and 
drivers are sharing those roads now, all that the Traffic Commission is looking at is to put in 
place a designated route and signage to make people more aware of the bicyclists. This is just an 
awareness issue. In order to allow this route to be connected the no parking could not be 
designated. Kalies thanked the Traffic Commission. 

Minutes from the Transportation Commission 
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Dolin expressed her concerned that this route dead ends on 45th Street. She believes this would 
be dangerous for bikers or joggers. Taffe states they were told that there are a great number of 
bicyclists in town. He has spent the last 2 months driving around and has seen only a handful. 
He does not know if spending the money on these routes would be a good idea. Smith states a 
lot of bicyclists use this as their sole means of transportation. These cyclists are not allowed to 
get drivers licenses. Some use bicycles for competition. These cyclists get out of town as quickly 
as they can. He states a lot of people go to mountain bike trails. He stated the City missed out on 
a trail around lake number two (2) they could've had a lot of people come into this town but 
instead they go to Draper they go to Thunderbird and the place over east of Seminole. He 
pointed out that the cyclists are using these streets now and are just crossing the busy 
intersections like Kickapoo. Even though the road ends at 45th this would be more of a route 
then we have right now. Ardrey states we have existing roadways and they are what they are and 
he does not believe that you can find a route where all the roads are 32 foot or you don't have a 
dead end. Taffe states that maybe on streets in the future they can be wider to allow room for 
joggers, cyclists' and cars. Ludi states that there are more steps between the Traffic Commission 
recommendation and what the Traffic Commissioners are talking about re: the widening of 
streets. Currently there are no bike lanes in our city street sections. 

Kalies spoke again about signage. He stated the signage would need to be on the street as well as 
the other signs that people would see better. Ludi stated he would not recommend signage on 
the street without the other signs. These signs would all depend on funding. The fmt 
recommendation would be to put up share the road signs. Kalies would like to again request the 
signs to have both a biker and a jogger. Ludi stated we can take that in consideration at the time 
that we look at signage but at this time we are only looking at the map. Taffe asked for a motion

Per your request to OGE, I have put together a cost estimate to install OGE mid-block lights at various locations in 

Shawnee. The cost estimate includes 1760' OH and UG cable (no charge for 1050'),1260' boring, 1260' 2" flex 

pipe, 5-2" risers, 10- street light connection boxes, 10- 2" elbows, 7- 30' class 6 poles (no charge), 7- 14k 

lumen metal halide street lights (no charge), tree trimming and right of way costs associated with the project. The 

material cost for the project is $16,504, UG installation cost is $11 ,866 and OH installation cost is $3,372 (includes 

tree trimming and ROW). The total cost of project is $31,742. This cost estimate is contingent on OGE being able 

to obtain easements for street light cable and tree trimming from existing customers. This cost estimate is good 

until December 31, 2013.

STAFF REVIEW AND ANALYSIS 

The applicant is requesting approval for a zone change to facilitate the redevelopment of 
a current convenience store and gas station. 

The subject property is primarily surrounded by land zoned Commercial, besides one 
parcel directly north east of the subject property that is zoned Residential (R-1). 
Furthermore, the majority of properties abutting Kickapoo, in the immediate area, are 
zoned C-3 (Commercial Automotive), making this rezone request consistent with 
neighboring uses. 

As the property is currently zoned C-1, the use of a gas station is not permitted in the 
current zoning codes; however, because the C-1 zoning classification was grandfathered 
in it has been allowed. By rezoning to C-3 the proposed uses would conform to the 
current zoning standards. According to the Shawnee Comprehensive Plan (Figure 4.2), 
the subject property is designated Commercial/Residential, as are the surrounding 
properties along Kickapoo Street. Within this district, "commercial activity may include 
commercial retail, service and office functions." 

Upon review of the Preliminary Design Concept (Figure 3), the proposed design will 
remove the car wash on the east property line and develop the new convenience store and 
gas pumps further east from the Kickapoo Street right-of-way. This will allow greater 
accessibility from Kickapoo St. and 32nd St. and potentially reduce traffic congestion. 
For a look at the current development design, please refer to Figure 2. 

The benefits to the property owner include:

The current use is grandfathered in and non-conforming. A rezone would end the 
grandfathered status and make the proposed use conforming.

STAFF REVIEW AND ANALYSIS 

The applicant is requesting a conditional use permit to allow for onsite consumption of 
beer. The property in question was formerly a Pink Swirls (yogurt and health shakes) and 
has been converted to a Mexican restaurant, El Nopal Mexican Grill. The subject site is 
entirely surrounded by commercially zoned properties (Figure 1 and 2), including other 
restaurants serving beer and alcohol. Section 1401.10.C of the Shawnee Zoning Code 
states the Planning Commission shall consider the "effect of such proposed building or 
use upon the character of the neighborhood, traffic congestion, public utilities and other 
matters pertaining to the general welfare." 

The request to allow beer to be sold for on-premise consumption does not affect the 
character of the neighborhood, traffic congestion, or public utilities. Granting a permit to 
sell beer for on-premise consumption would not change the general character of the 
neighborhood. Allowing the restaurant to serve alcohol is consistent with other 
conditional use permits that have been approved for restaurants throughout the City and 
within close proximity of the subject site. 

Also, according to the Master Development Plan for the Shawnee Mission Plaza PUD, 
"the use and development regulations of the 'C-3' Commercial District shall apply for the 
Development of Tract 1A (within which the subject property lies). Those land uses 
which require a special use permit in C-3.areas shall also be allowed in Tract 1 A" (Figure 
3). This excerpt provides clarification that even though the subject property lies within a 
PUD zone, the underlying C-3 development regulations, as they relate to conditional use 
permits, remain in effect. 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends approval of the requested Conditional Use Permit for the purpose of 
on-premise consumption of beer or alcohol beverages within an existing commercial 
(restaurant) establishment located at 4621 N. Kickapoo Ave.
