DECLARATION OF A QUORUM 

 

Roll was called with four Commissioners present and a quorum was 

declared. 

 Kinlee Farris called roll for the Tourism Advisory Committee and a quorum 

was declared. 

 Nancy Keith called roll for the Shawnee Chamber of Commerce and a 

quorum was declared. 

 

AGENDA ITEM NO. 1:   Presentation and discussion of Bill Geist’s 

final report and recommendations on 

Shawnee Convention and Visitors’ Bureau. 

 

 

 Mr. Geist began his presentation by encouraging the new concept of 

“destination marketing” rather than the “heads in beds” concept being used now.  

He stated that tourism is much more now.  It is economic development and it is 

sales tax. 

 

 Mr. Geist presented three models that he considered when making his 

recommendation. 

 

1. Keeping Shawnee Convention and Visitors’ Bureau (CVB) a division of 

the Chamber.  (nationwide 5% of tourism agencies operate this way) 

2. Making CVB a department within the City of Shawnee (16% of tourism 

agencies operate within a city) 

3. Making CVB an independent 501(C)(6) organization.  (65-70% of 

tourism agencies operate this way) 

 

Mr. Geist discussed each option and gave the pros and cons regarding each. 

 

Before making his recommendation, Mr. Geist explained the methods used 

to reach his decision.  Among methods used were meeting with key community 

leaders and hoteliers to discuss their opinion of the Convention and Visitors’ 

Bureau.    He spoke with all parties involved, the Chamber, CVB and City of 

Shawnee and examined budgets. 

Mr. Geist noted that the amount of money currently in the CVB budget 

reserve account looks fairly typical, with the general accepted view to have six 



months of operating expenses in reserve.  Mr. Geist also noted that the money in 

the line item “unallocated” should be renamed an “opportunity fund”, with a lot of 

confusion being centered around the term “unallocated”. 

 

In his assessment of the CVB he recommended they build a marketing plan 

to focus on high value customers that will supply the biggest return on investment.  

He also recommended changing their budgeting to a more corporate view.  He 

noted that currently there is no marketing plan and no real goals have been set by 

the CVB, nor set for them by the Shawnee Chamber of Commerce or City of 

Shawnee. 

 

 Mr. Geist then recommended that Shawnee Convention and Visitors’ Bureau 

become an independent 501(C)(6) agency with the following guidelines: 

 

1. Funding shall remain the same. 

2. The Board will be self-nominating 

3. A crystal clear, multi-year contract be signed with the City 

4. All CVB assets shall be conveyed from the Chamber to the new 

independent agency 

5. Temporary housing within the Chamber of Commerce until a permanent 

alternate location for the CVB can be located. 

6. No contractual restrictions shall be placed on management.  (Salary 

restrictions, etc.) 

 

Mr. Geist then opened the meeting up for discussion.  Among those asking 

questions: 

 Commissioner Harrod, who wanted clarification that that CVB can continue 

to reside with the Chamber of Commerce for two years but that all other aspects of 

becoming an individual agency should be started now. 

Mr. Phil Tomlinson asked about how large the board should be.  Mr. Geist 

replied that 11 – 15 members seemed appropriate. 

Commissioner Linda Agee asked about the location for a visitors’ bureau, 

whether it should be closer to the interstate.  Mr. Geist replied that if you wanted to 

combine the agency with a Visitors’ Information Center the interstate location 

would be important. 

City Attorney Mary Ann Karns asked about the CVB having their office at 

the Expo building.  Mr. Geist said that he did not think that was a very good idea 

because the perception would be that the CVB was only promoting Expo events.

 This Contract, made and entered into this 1st  day of November, 2013, by and between the 
Housing Authority of the City of Shawnee, Oklahoma, (hereinafter called the “Authority”) and the City 
of Shawnee, Oklahoma, (hereinafter called the “City”) is for the provision of specific police services 
associated with the Authority’s security programs. 
 
 WHEREAS, the Authority desires to contract with the City for additional polices services to 
create a drug-and crime-free environment and to provide for the safety and protection of the residents in 
its public housing developments; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City, by and through its police department, desires to assist in the effort by 
providing effective police services at all Authority locations; 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, the Authority and the City agree as follows: 
 

ARTICLE I 
Scope of Services 

 
SECTION ONE:  SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE CITY 
 
 The City agrees that the services rendered by the Assigned Personnel (police and civilian) under 
this Contract are in addition to baseline police services.  The City agrees that it will not reduce its current 
level of police services to the public housing developments, particularly in the areas of community 
policing, patrol, criminal investigations, records, dispatch and special operations. 
 
 The manner and method of performance of services is specified in Article IV, Plan of Operations. 
 
 The duties and extent of services of the Assigned Personnel shall include, but shall not be limited 
to: 
 
A. The City, by and through its police department, will provide a minimum of one police officer(s) 

to perform specialized patrols to enforce all state and local laws and the Housing Authority Rules  
specified in this Contract.  Sworn officer(s) shall at all times remain part of, subject to and in 
direct relationship with the police department’s chain of command and under police department 
rules, regulations and standard operating procedures. 

 
B. The City agrees to assign police officer(s) to targeted areas during specific periods of time 

identified by the Authority and agreed upon by the City as high crime or high workload periods 
(directed patrol), such as 6:00 p.m. to 2:00 a.m. in certain areas, to maintain a police patrol 
presence. 

 
C. The City agrees that the police department will employ a community policing concept and that 

the police department’s Crime Prevention Unit (or other unit whose primary responsibility is to 
develop and maintain communications with residents) will assist in developing or enhancing 
crime prevention programs in the public housing communities. 
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D. The City agrees to collect and provide workload data in public housing developments.  This will 
include providing copies of all police reports for incidents pertaining to public housing 
developments 

 
E. It is further agreed that to the extent necessary, the Assigned Personnel will appear as witnesses 

in the Authority’s administrative grievance procedure, civil dispossessory hearings, or other civil 
or court proceedings where the issue includes criminal or quasi-criminal conduct in or near 
public housing developments involving any resident, member or a resident’s household, or any 
guest or guests of a resident or household member. 

 
F. Without limiting any of the foregoing, the City agrees that with respect to the services to be 

performed by any police personnel in accordance with this Contract, the appropriate police 
department personnel will meet with resident leadership and management representatives of the 
Authority on a routine basis for the purposes of reviewing the enforcement and prevention 
efforts and planning for future changes or modifications anticipated by this Contract.  These 
meetings shall occur at least annually. 

 
G. The City agrees that a policy manual exists to regulate police officer(s)’ conduct and activities; all 

police officer(s) have been provided a copy of the policy manual; the department has a signed 
receipt from each officer that he/she has received and understands the contents of the manual; 
and the personnel have been trained on the regulations and orders within the manual. 

 
H. The City agrees that it will provide the Assigned Personnel with such basic equipment as may be 

necessary and reasonable in order to allow the police officer(s) to carry out the duties anticipated 
under this Contract.  Any additional automobiles, motor vehicles, bicycles or other equipment 
requested by the Authority will be furnished at the expense of and shall remain the property of 
the Authority.  The Authority and City may mutually agree to lease equipment or vehicles. 

 
I. The police department will provide to officer(s) a minimum of sixteen (16) hours of training on 

community relations and interpersonal communication skills within a year of accepting an HA 
assignment. 

 
J. The City agrees to provide, at a minimal cost to the Authority, criminal background checks of 

proposed applicants.  This information will be provided in a manner consistent with all 
applicable National Crime Information Center or State laws and regulations. 

 
K. The police department shall designate a command officer as the Administrative Liaison Officer, 

who will work in concert with the Executive Director of the Authority or that official’s designate. 
 

The Administrative Liaison Officer will ensure that the Assigned Personnel perform the 
following duties: 
 
1. Coordinate the dissemination and processing of police and security reports and 

coordinate in resolving problems or in carrying out the provisions of this Contract; 
 

2. Establish and maintain an ongoing line of communication with Beat/Zone Commanders 
and other police personnel; 

 
3. Prepare semiannual progress reports and evaluations of services requested and provided 

under this Contract for review by the Executive Director, the Police Chief, appropriate 
Deputy Chiefs and Beat/Zone Commanders and identified community representatives; 
and political leadership, e.g. mayor and council members. 
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4. Initiate and monitor ongoing lines of communication with resident leaders to effectively 

employ the community policing concept and to address in a timely manner concerns 
raised by community leaders. 

 
5. Attend a minimum of one Resident Advisory Board meeting each year; 

 
6. Coordinate security workshops and training seminars for residents and Authority staff; 

 
7. Assist or advise the planning and implementation of other grant-funded security 

programs within the Authority; and  
 

8. Meet on a weekly basis with Authority staff to address problems and needs in Authority 
areas. 

 
L. In the event that a Housing Authority provides its own police/security services, the City shall 

provide the dispatch function for Housing Authority Police patrol units.  The Housing Authority 
will provide specifications of the performance requirements to meet the communications needs. 

 
M. The City will at all times provide supervision, control and direction of work activities and 

assignments of police personnel, including disciplinary actions.  It is expressly understood that 
the police department shall be responsible for the compensation of the officer(s) and all employee 
benefits, as well as any injury to officer(s), their property, or the City’s property while on the 
Authority’s property. 

 
N. The Assigned Personnel shall possess and maintain CLEET Certification. 
 
O. The City will waive deposits required to acquire animal traps through the Animal Control 

Department for use by Housing Authority.  The Authority will assume responsibility for lost or 
damaged traps. 

 
SECTION TWO:  SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE AUTHORITY 
 
A. The Authority will provide training of residents, Authority on-site management staff and the 

Assigned Personnel with information on community policing and crime prevention issues 
associated with public housing.  This may include, but not be limited to, training in the following: 

 
1. Crime prevention and security responsibilities; 

 
2. Community organization/mobilization against the causes of and precursors to crime; 

 
3. Drug awareness and control; 

 
4. Orientation and familiarization with the public housing communities for the assigned 

officer(s); and 
 

5. Orientation to the lease contract, and lease compliance enforcement procedures and 
policies. 

 
B. The Authority will provide the following in-kind accommodations, services and equipment: 
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1. Accommodations – The Authority will provide suitable space to be used as a satellite 
office at each site targeted for additional police services. 

 
2. Services – Each satellite office will be supplied with utilities (water, heat, electricity) and 

routine and extraordinary maintenance by personnel of the Housing Authority. 
 

3. Equipment – Each satellite office is to be supplied with any other additional equipment 
mutually agreed upon in connection with the performance of this Contract. 

 
4. Modification/Damage – The Authority will make reasonable modifications, including 

minor structural, electrical and mechanical changes to the accommodations provided in 
order to meet the City’s operational needs.  Any damage to the unit or equipment 
provided by the Housing Authority for City employees, which the Authority determines 
to be above the normal wear for the item or accommodation, shall be repaired or 
replaced by the City at the discretion of the Authority. 

 
C. The Authority shall provide a annual assessment of the results achieved, as measured against the 

performance objectives specified in the Plan of Operations listed in Article IV of this Contract. 
 
D. The Authority shall reserve the right to reasonably request the police department to replace any 

Assigned Personnel for the following reasons: 
 

1. Neglect or non-performance of duties; 
 
2. Disorderly conduct, use of abusive or offensive language, or fighting; 

 
3. Criminal action; 

 
4. Selling, consuming, possessing or being under the influence of intoxicants, including 

alcohol or illegal substances, while on assignment to the Authority; 
 

5. Inadequate punctuality or attendance; or  
 

6. Substantiated complaints from public housing residents or management. 
 

The Authority shall provide a written enumeration of the reasons for the request for replacement 
of the Assigned Personnel, including documentation and witnesses to the alleged behaviors. 

 
E. The Authority will provide the City with a Public Housing Police Report Form(s) for assigned 

officer(s) to complete.  These forms are not to replace police reports utilized by the City. 
 
F. The Authority will provide the City with the applicable Authority rules and regulations for 

compliance with this Contract. 
 
G. The Authority will work with the police department to subsidize housing or rent costs for 

volunteer police officer(s) to reside in a public housing development selected by the Authority. 
 

ARTICLE II 
Enforcement of Rules and Regulations 

 
A. The City, through its police officer(s), is hereby empowered to enforce the following Authority 

rules and regulations: 
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1. Unauthorized visitors in unoccupied structures of the Authority shall be removed. 

 
2. Unauthorized visitors creating disturbance or otherwise interfering with the peaceful 

enjoyment of lessees on Authority property shall be removed. 
 

3. Unauthorized visitors destroying, defacing or removing Authority property shall be 
removed and/or criminal enforcement actions shall be taken. 

 
With Regard to the foregoing rules and regulations, the City’s police officer(s) are hereby 
authorized to give criminal trespass warnings to any persons found in violation of said rules or 
regulations, i.e., to give notice to any violators that their entry on the property or premises is 
forbidden, and to arrest or cause the arrest and prosecution of any violators, when appropriate. 

 
B. The City, through its police officer(s), is hereby empowered to enforce Authority rules or 

regulations. 
 
C. The City, through its police officer(s), is hereby empowered to enforce such additional Authority 

rules and regulations and perform such other duties as shall be specified in any addenda 
attached hereto or incorporated herein now or in the future. 

 
D. Nothing herein contained shall be construed as permitting or authorizing police officer(s) to use 

any method or to act in any manner in violation of law or of their sworn obligation as police 
officer(s). 

 
ARTICLE III 

 Communications, Reporting and Evaluation 
 

A. Communications 
 

1. Access to Information 
 

The City agrees that the Authority will have unrestricted access to all public information 
which in any way deals with the criminal activity in any of the Authority’s communities.  
It is further agreed that the City police department will provide the Authority copies of 
such incident reports, arrest reports or other public documents which document or 
substantiate actual or potential criminal activity in or connected with the public housing 
developments.  This information will be provided at no cost by the City police 
department on a regular basis in accordance with specific procedures that have been or 
will be established. 
 
Existing procedures should be included as an Addendum to this Contract. 
 

B. Reporting 
 

1. Forms 
 

The police department will require all Assigned Personnel (police officer(s)) to complete 
incident reports provided by the Authority at the conclusion of each week and forward 
the original report to the Authority’s designee.  This report will include, but not be 
limited to, data as follows: 
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a. Hours worked: foot, bicycle, motorized, other 
b. Calls/requests for service 
c. Suspicious persons -  name and description 
d. Vehicles abandoned/towed/stolen 
e. Drug paraphernalia confiscated/found 
f. Arrests/citations of both residents and outsiders to include age, sex, ethnicity 
g. Property recovered/stolen 
h. Counseling of residents and visitors 
i. Broken lights/sidewalks & safety issues 
j. Graffiti & vandalism 
k. Vehicle license number of suspicious persons 
l. Weapons violations/seized 
m. Workshops, seminars, and any community policing events 

 
2. Media Coordination 

 
The police department will relay to the Executive Director or his designee information 
related to any major crime or incident that occurs on Authority property, preferably 
before the media is informed, or as soon as possible. 

 
C. Evaluation 
 

The City and the Authority agree that any evaluation shall include: 
 
1. Hours worked by police officer(s) for: 

 
a. Foot patrol 
b. Bicycle patrol 
c. Motorized patrol 
d. K-9 patrol 
e. Special operations 

 
2. Response time to targeted communities by City-paid officer(s) and Authority-paid 

officer(s) by Priority I (emergency), Priority II (non-emergency), and Priority III (if 
utilized) 

 
3. Comparison of crime and workload in the targeted communities for  2009, 2010, 2011, 

2012 and the period of the Contract 
 

4. Arrests (to include drug violations) 
 

5. Vehicles towed 
 

6. Positive contacts 
 

7. Referrals 
 

8. Trespassers removed 
 

9. All UCR or NIBRS Reports 
 

10.  Calls for service 
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11. Weapons seized 

 
12. Property stolen/recovered 

 
13. Community feedback 

 
14. K-9 use log 

 
It is further agreed that the City will provide comparable crime information for the City as a 
whole to facilitate the evaluation to include what proportion of activities City-wide occur on 
Authority property. 

 
ARTICLE IV 

Plan of Operations 
 

A. The City and the Authority shall prepare a detailed plan of operations for use in eliminating 
crime.  The purpose of the plan is to specify the manner and method of performance by which 
each of the services identified is to be administered. 

 
The plan of operations will minimally specify the following: 
 
1. Service goals and minimum performance criteria (e.g., a definition of what is to be 

achieved and the expected benefits or outcomes that will be derived); 
 

2. Staffing levels; 
 

3. Responsibilities of key personnel; 
 

4. Organization and resources, to include personnel, equipment, in-kind support, etc.; 
 

5. Hours of operation, to encompass schedules of major tasks and activities; and 
 

6. Community interface to evidence the methodology by which resident involvement will 
be gained and maintained during the term of this Contract. 

 
B. The plan of operations will be prepared for review and acceptance within thirty (30) days from 

the date of execution of this Contract by both parties.  It is understood that the Authority may 
request reasonable modification to the initial plan of operations as it deems appropriate.  The 
Authority must approve the plan in order for payment to begin. 

 
C. If during the term of the Contract either party desires to amend the scope of the plan of 

operations, either party may request such an amendment via written notification.  The Executive 
Director of the Authority and/or the Chief of Police shall provide final determinations regarding 
the establishment of an amendment to the plan of operations. 

 
ARTICLE V 

Term of Contract 
 

The term of this Contract shall be for one  (1) year(s) beginning on the date approved by both parties. 
 

ARTICLE VI 
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Compensation to the City 
 

A. All compensation to the City will be made on a cost reimbursement basis.  The Authority will 
reimburse the City for services specified in this Contract in a total amount not to exceed Fifty 
thousand dollars and no cents  ($ 50,000.00), in the following expense categories:

Expenses/Equipment 

 
B. The Authority shall reimburse the police department on a monthly basis, upon receipt of 

performance of the proposed services and evidence of authorized expenditures.  Total 
reimbursement shall not exceed $50,000.00 for one full time officer for one year and is contingent 
on receiving funding. 

 
C. The percent of overtime authorized under this Contract for court appearances or other hearings is 

0%. 
 
D. The City shall provide the following documentation in requesting reimbursement: 
 

1. Copies of Certified Payroll Time Reports documenting names, employee identification, 
hours worked in public housing developments, supervisory approval of the report, and 
supervisory verification of the necessity for any overtime worked. 

 
2. Copies of receipts for other allowable communications and other miscellaneous expenses 

shall be subject to pre-approval, and shall be accompanied, at the time of reimbursement 
request, by a brief explanation of the expense incurred. 

 
E. All requests for reimbursement are subject to the approval of the Executive Director, or that 

official’s designee, and the Authority shall thereafter make payment of the approved amount 
within thirty days of receipt of the request for reimbursement. 

 
ARTICLE VII 
Termination 

 
A. The Authority may terminate this Contract upon the provision of thirty (30) days written notice 

to the City.  Such notice shall be delivered by Certified Mail, Return Receipt Requested to the 
address specified in Article VIII. 

 
B. The City may terminate this Contract upon the provision of thirty (30) days written notice to the 

Authority.  Such notice shall be delivered by Certified Mail, Return Receipt Requested to the 
address specified in Article VIII.

Nature of Request: 
Recertification for a Healthy Community Designation 

 
Staff Analysis, Considerations: 
For the past two years the City of Shawnee has been designated as a Basic Healthy 
Community and on one of those occasions awarded a $10,000.00 grant. As we look forward 
to applying for the third year the designations have changed and so has the criteria. 
In the past it has been Basic, Merit, or Excellent designations with a $10,000.00, 
$20,000.00, or $30,000.00 grant opportunity depending on your designation. 
Now the designations are Bronze, Silver, and Gold with a $20,000.00, $50,000.00, and 
$60,000.00 grant opportunity with the max amount Shawnee could be awarded at 
$110,000.00 with the Gold designation. 
 With the criteria changes, Shawnee could not even be awarded the Bronze designation 
without adopting an ordinance that prohibits smoking indoors and outdoors on city 
owned/operated properties. Even if we had the ordinance and qualified for the Bronze 
(Basic) designation, we have already been awarded the $10,000.00 and would not qualify 
for a grant opportunity. With the Silver (Merit) designation the city would need the same 
criteria as Bronze plus Policies where the city does not allow alcohol 
marketing/advertising and tobacco/e-cig/vapor device marketing/advertisement at city 
sponsored events. With that we could apply for a $40,000.00 grant. With the Gold 
(excellent) designation the city would need the same criteria as the Silver and Bronze plus 
an ordinance where the community regulates and limits store front signage that contains 
advertisements covering windows and an ordinance stating that all city owned/operated 
properties are tobacco free (indoors and outdoors) including chewing tobacco, snuff, and e-
cigarettes. With these areas covered the city could apply for a $110,000.00 grant. 
Supporting documentation is provided in your packet. 
 

Recommendation: 
Staff’s recommendation is to approve the ordinance before you tonight that states all city 
owned/operated properties are tobacco free (indoors and outdoors) including chewing 
tobacco, snuff, and e-cigarettes. This would allow the community to continue the Silver

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(Basic) designation. In order to be qualified to submit for a grant, the community must be 
designated in one of the categories. This, however, does not limit us to the lowest grant 
offer. The community can still continue to work toward submitting a grant for the 
$110,000.00 even though we designated low. 

 
Budget Consideration: 
Depending on the approval or disapproval of the ordinance will depend on how staff goes 
forward on grant submission. 
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Healthy Communities Incentive Grants -Guidelines 

The application period for HCIG is closed for 2013. The application period will reopen January 2014. 

On Sept. 12, 2013, the TSET Board of Directors approved an increase in the grant amounts given to cities as part of the 
Healthy Communities Incentive Grant program. Grant amounts for rural , small, medium and large communities were all 
doubled. Awards for metro and the OKCffulsa communities were each increased in total funding by $50,000. Awards are 
based on community size and level of criteria met. Criteria levels have been changed to Bronze, Silver and Gold . 

Eligibility 

Only communities that have received certification through the Certified Healthy Community program in 2013 are eligible to apply for 
incentive grant funds in 2014. After achieving certification and submitting documentation to verify that specific criteria have been met, 
communities may be awarded grant funds based on the community's population size and incentive level achieved , as follows:

• If grant funds are to be used within a geographic area or specific location (e.g. walking trails , community gardens, walking 

school bust, etc.) the selected location must be an area of the community with poor health or economic conditions . 
• Additional supporting documentation by the TSET Board of Directors.

AN ORDINANCE REPEALING AND AMENDING ARTICLE 

IV OF CHAPTER 15 OF THE SHAWNEE MUNICIPAL CODE, 

FINES, SMOKING IN PUBLIC PLACES AND INDOOR WORK 

PLACES; PROVIDING FOR DEFINITIONS; REGULATING 

USE OF TOBACCO; PROVIDING FOR PENALTY;  

PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, PROVIDING FOR 

CODIFICATION, PROVIDING FOR REPEAL, AND 

DECLARING AN EMERGENCY 
 

  Whereas, the Mayor and City Commissioners have previously 

enacted an Ordinance regulating smoking in public places and indoor work places; 

and 

 

  Whereas, the laws of the State of Oklahoma have pre-empted such 

ordinances insofar as they conflict with state law; and 

 

  Whereas, due to the changes in Oklahoma law, the Shawnee 

Municipal Code no longer is in compliance with those laws; and 

 

  Whereas, the Mayor and City Commissioners have determined 

that it is in the interests of the public health, safety and welfare that the City’s prior 

ordinance be brought into compliance: 

 

  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR 

AND CITY COMMISSIONERS OF THE CITY OF SHAWNEE: 

 

SECTION 1: Article IV of Chapter 15 of the Shawnee Municipal Code is hereby 

repealed in its entirety. 

 

SECTION 2:  DEFINITIONS  
 

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, will have the 

meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a 

different meaning: 

 

(a) Indoor workplace  means any indoor place of employment or 

employment-type service for or at the request of another individual or 

individuals, or any public or private entity, whether part-time or full-time and 

whether for compensation or not. Such services will include, without 

limitation, any service performed by an owner, employee, independent 

contractor, agent, partner, proprietor, manager, officer, director, apprentice, 

trainee, associate, servant or volunteer. An indoor workplace includes work 

areas, employee lounges, restrooms, conference rooms, classrooms, employee 

cafeterias, hallways, any other spaces used or visited by employees, and all 

space between a floor and ceiling that is predominantly or totally enclosed by 

walls or windows, regardless of doors, doorways, open or closed windows, 

stairways, or the like. The provisions of this section will apply to such indoor 

workplace at any given time, whether or not work is being performed;  

 

(b) Electronic smoking device means an electronic and/or battery-operated 

device, the use of which may resemble smoking that can be used to deliver an 

inhaled dose of nicotine or other substances.  Electronic smoking device 

includes any such device, whether manufactured, distributed, marketed or sold 

as an electronic cigarette, an electronic cigar, an electronic cigarillo, an 

electronic pipe, an electronic hookah, or any other product name or descriptor; 

  

(c) Outdoor area means any covered area, partially covered area or area open 
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to the sky that is on a property owned by the city.   

 

(d) Public place  means any enclosed indoor area where individuals other than 

employees are invited or permitted; the term is synonymous with the phrase 

any indoor place used by or open to the public;   

 

(e) Restaurant  means any eating establishment regardless of seating 

capacity;   

 

(f) Recreational area means any area that is owned, controlled or used by the 

City of Shawnee and open to the general public for recreational purposes, 

regardless of any fee or age requirement.  The term ‘Recreational Area’ 

includes but is not limited to parks, picnic areas, playgrounds, sports fields, 

golf courses, walking paths, gardens, hiking trails, bike paths, riding trails, 

swimming pools, roller- and ice-skating rinks, beaches surrounding lakes and 

skateboard parks. 

 

(g) Smoking  means the carrying by a person of a lighted cigar, cigarette, pipe 

or other lighted smoking device;  

 

(h) Stand-alone bar, stand-alone tavern, and cigar bar  mean an 

establishment that derives more than 60 percent of its gross receipts, subject to 

verification by competent authority, from the sale of alcoholic beverages and low-

point beer and no person under 21 years of age is admitted, except for members of 

a musical band employed or hired as provided in paragraph 2 of subsection B of 

Section 537 of Title 37 of the Oklahoma Statutes and that is not located within, 

and does not share any common entryway or common indoor area with, any other 

enclosed indoor workplace, including a restaurant; and   

 

(i) Tobacco product means any substance containing tobacco leaf, including 

but not limited to cigarettes, cigars, pipe tobacco, hookah tobacco, snuff, chewing 

tobacco, dipping tobacco, snus, bidis, or any other preparation of tobacco; and any 

product or formulation of matter containing biologically active amounts of 

nicotine that is manufactured, sold, offered for sale, or otherwise distributed with 

the expectation that the product or matter will be introduced into the human body. 

“Tobacco Product” does not include any cessation product specifically approved 

by the United States Food and Drug Administration for use in treating nicotine or 

tobacco dependence. 
 

 

SECTION 3:  PROHIBITION OF TOBACCO PRODUCTS AND 

ELECTRONIC SMOKING DEVICES IN CERTAIN PLACES PROHIBITED 

 

(a) The possession of lighted tobacco in any form is a public nuisance and dangerous 

to public health and is hereby prohibited when such possession is in any indoor place 

used by or open to the public, public transportation, or any indoor workplace, except 

where specifically allowed by law. 

 

(b)   All buildings and other properties, including indoor and outdoor areas, owned or 

operated by this city, will be entirely tobacco free to include all forms of tobacco 

products including electronic smoking devices. 

 

(c)  All indoor and outdoor recreational areas owned or operated by this city, will be 

entirely tobacco free to include all forms of tobacco products including electronic 

smoking devices. 

 

 

SECTION 4:  EXEMPTIONS 

 

The restrictions provided in Section II will not apply to the following: 

 

(a) stand-alone bars, stand-alone taverns and cigar bars; 
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(b) the room or rooms where licensed charitable bingo games are being operated, but 

only during the hours of operation of such games; 

 

(c) up to 25 percent of the guest rooms at a hotel or other lodging establishment; 

 

(d)   retail tobacco stores predominantly engaged in the sale of tobacco products and 

accessories and in which the sale of other products is merely incidental and in which 

no food or beverage is sold or served for consumption on the premises; 

 

(e) workplaces where only the owner or operator of the workplace, or the immediate 

family of the owner or operator, performs any work in the workplace, and the 

workplace has only incidental public access. "Incidental public access" means that a 

place of business has only an occasional person, who is not an employee, present at 

the business to transact business or make a delivery. It does not include businesses 

that depend on walk-in customers for any part of their business; 

 

(f) workplaces occupied exclusively by one or more smokers, if the workplace has 

only incidental public access; 

 

(g) private offices occupied exclusively by one or more smokers; 

 

(h) private residences and workplaces within private residences, except that smoking 

will not be allowed inside any private residence that is used as a licensed child care 

facility during hours of operation; 

 

(i) medical research or treatment centers, if smoking is integral to the research or 

treatment; 

 

(j) a facility operated by a post or organization of past or present members of the 

Armed Forces of the United States which is exempt from taxation pursuant to 

Sections 501 (c)(8), 501 (c)(10) or 501 (c)(19) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 

U.S.C., Sections 501 (c)(8), 501 (c)(10) or 501 (c)(19), when such facility is utilized 

exclusively by its members and their families and for the conduct of post or 

organization nonprofit operations except during an event or activity which is open to 

the public; and 

 

(k) any outdoor seating area of a restaurant; provided, smoking will not be allowed 

within 15 feet of any exterior public doorway or any air intake of a restaurant. 

 

 

 

SECTION 5:  DESIGNATED SMOKING ROOMS AND AREAS 

 

(a)   An employer not otherwise restricted from doing so under this article may elect 

to provide smoking rooms where no work is performed except for cleaning and 

maintenance during the time the room is not in use for smoking, provided each 

smoking room is fully enclosed and exhausted directly to the outside in such a manner 

that no smoke can drift or circulate into a nonsmoking area. No exhaust from a 

smoking room will be located within 15 feet of any entrance, exit or air intake. 

 

(b) If smoking is to be permitted in any space exempted in Section III of this article or 

in a smoking room pursuant to Subsection (a) of this section, such smoking space 

must either occupy the entire enclosed indoor space or, if it shares the enclosed space 

with any nonsmoking areas, the smoking space will be fully enclosed, exhausted 

directly to the outside with no air from the smoking space circulated to any 

nonsmoking area, and under negative air pressure so that no smoke can drift or 

circulate into a nonsmoking area when a door to an adjacent nonsmoking area is 

opened. Air from a smoking room will not be exhausted within 15 feet of any 

entrance, exit or air intake. Any employer may choose a more restrictive smoking 

policy, including being totally smoke free. 
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(c) A nursing facility licensed pursuant to the Nursing Home Care Act may designate 

smoking rooms for residents and their guests. Such rooms will be fully enclosed, 

directly exhausted to the outside, and will be under negative air pressure so that no 

smoke can escape when a door is opened and no air is recirculated to nonsmoking 

areas of the building. 

 

(d)   Restaurants will be totally nonsmoking or may provide nonsmoking areas and 

designated smoking rooms. Food and beverage may be served in such designated 

smoking rooms which will be in a location which is fully enclosed, directly exhausted 

to the outside, under negative air pressure so smoke cannot escape when a door is 

opened, and no air is recirculated to nonsmoking areas of the building. No exhaust 

from such room will be located within 25 feet of any entrance, exit or air intake. Such 

room will be subject to verification for compliance with the provisions of this 

subsection by the State Department of Health. 

 

 

SECTION 6:  POSTING 

 

(a)   The person who owns or operates a place where smoking or tobacco use is 

prohibited by law will be responsible for posting a sign or decal, at least four inches 

by two inches in size, at each entrance to the building indicating that the place is 

smoke-free or tobacco-free. 

 

(b)   Responsibility for posting signs or decals will be as follows: 

 

(1) in privately owned facilities, the owner or lessee, if a lessee is in possession 

of the facilities, will be responsible; 

 

  (2)   in corporately owned facilities, the manager and/or supervisor of the facility      

involved will be responsible; and 

 

  (3)  in publicly owned facilities, the manager and/or supervisor of the facility 

will be responsible. 

 

 

SECTION 7:  VIOLATION AND PENALTY 

 

Any person who knowingly violates this article is guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon 

conviction thereof, will be punished by a fine of not less than $10.00 nor more than 

one hundred dollars ($100.00). 

 

SECTION 8:  ENFORCEMENT 

 

The State or local governmental agency or the person who owns or operates a public 

place will, at a minimum, do the following in order to prevent smoking in public 

places:  

 

(a) post signs at entrances to places where smoking is prohibited which state that 

tobacco use is prohibited or that the indoor environment is free of tobacco smoke; 

and 

 

(b) ask tobacco users to refrain from using any form of tobacco products, including 

electronic smoking devices upon observation of anyone violating the provisions of 

this act. 

 

SECTION 9: SEVERABILITY. The provisions of this ordinance are severable and, 

if any sentence, provision, or other part of this Ordinance shall be held invalid, the 

decision of the court so holding shall not affect or impair any of the remaining parts 

or provisions of this ordinance.  

 

SECTION 10: CODIFICATION. This Ordinance shall be codified in the Shawnee 

Municipal Code, and the codifier is authorized to set out the ordinance as appropriate.

SECTION 11:  REPEALER. All sections, subsections, clauses, and sentences of 

existing law in conflict with this ordinance are repealed. 

 

SECTION 12: EMERGENCY. Because it is necessary for the protection of the 

public’s health, safety, and welfare, an emergency is declared to exist.  This ordinance 

shall be effective immediately upon its passage and publication.

As part of the recodification of the Shawnee Municipal Code, modifications have been 

made to Article 12, which governs municipal court. Since the Article had not been 

examined for compliance with Oklahoma Statutes, there were several modifications for 

that purpose. 

 

A few months ago, I made a presentation to you that included policies and changes we 

were recommending. Those changes also appear in this new ordinance. 

 

One substantial change is the allowance for a senior or presiding judge and for other 

associate judges as the Commission may determine necessary. At the present time, the 

only alternate judge is one appointed when Judge Jones is either absent or has to recuse 

himself for a conflict. This requires an appointment approved by the Mayor each time. 

The change would allow for a “standing” associate judge to be appointed by the Mayor 

(with approval of commission) who would fill in as necessary. It would also allow for the 

appointment of an associate judge with a regular docket should the presiding judge wish 

to reduce his workload. 

 

The ordinance also adopts changes from the last session with regard to the use of 

electronic records and service of documents. Our ordinance also recognizes electronic 

endorsements and signatures. We will soon have the technology to get signatures 

electronically at the window, further reducing the amount of paper we have to deal with. 

 

Judge Jones and Court Clerk Vicki Files have participated in these amendments and are 

in agreement with them.

COURT, OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF SHAWNEE, 

OKLAHOMA, PROVIDING FOR APPOINTMENT AND REMOVAL OF 

JUDGES, DUTIES OF OFFICERS OF THE COURT; OPERATION OF THE 

MUNICIPAL COURT; AUTHORIZING AND SETTING FEES, WITH SOME TO 

BE DETERMINED BY RESOLUTION; ESTABLISHING JURISDICTION; AND 

ALL OTHER ACTIVITIES FOR THE MUNICIPAL COURT; PROVIDING FOR 

REPEAL; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR 

CODIFICATION; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY: 

 

Whereas, the Municipal Court is an essential service of the City of Shawnee; and 

 

Whereas, the authority for the Municipal Court is derived from the Statutes of the State 

of Oklahoma; and 

 

Whereas, amendments to those statutes have been enacted, requiring changes in the 

Shawnee Code of Ordinances; and 

 

Whereas, certain administrative changes are necessary for the more efficient operation of 

the Municipal Court: 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY 

COMMISSIONERS OF THE CITY OF SHAWNEE, OKLAHOMA: 

 

SECTION 1:  Article 12, Municipal Court, is hereby repealed in its entirety. 

SECTION 2:  Definitions 

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this chapter, will have the 

meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a 

different meaning:  

Chief of police means the peace officer in charge of the city police force.  

Clerk means the clerk of the court, including any deputy or member of the office 

staff of the clerk while performing duties of the clerk's office.  

Court means the municipal court of this city.  

Judge means the judge of the municipal court, including any acting judge or 

alternate judge thereof as provided for by state statutes and this chapter.  

This judicial district means the district court judicial district of the state wherein 

the government of this city is situated.  

SECTION 3: Scope of Chapter 

This chapter will govern the organization and operation of the municipal court, as 

continued by 11 O.S. § 27-101 et seq. To the extent of conflict between any SECTION of 

this chapter and any other SECTION of this Code or the provisions of any other city 

ordinance, this chapter will control.  

SECTION 4: Jurisdiction.   

The Municipal Court will have original jurisdiction to hear and determine all 

prosecutions wherein a violation of any ordinance of the City of Shawnee is charged, and 

will exercise all jurisdiction, powers, duties and functions as provided by 11 O.S. Sec. 

27-101, et seq. Nothing in this Code will be construed to limit or impair in any manner 

the status, jurisdiction, powers, rights or functions of such Court.  



SECTION 5: Judges. 

 (1)  The number of judges for Municipal Court will be determined by the 

Commission.  In addition to a Chief Judge, the Commission may appoint such Associate 

Judges as it determines. In this Chapter, the word “judge” will include “associate judge,” 

unless the context shows otherwise. The judge will be appointed by the Mayor, with the 

consent of the Commission. The name of the proposed appointee will be submitted in 

writing to the board at the next to the last regularly scheduled meeting prior to the day 

upon which the appointment is to take effect, and will be acted upon at the next regularly 

scheduled meeting. The judge will be licensed to practice law in Oklahoma. He will serve 

for a term of two (2) years, said term expiring on June 30 of even years, and until his 

successor is appointed and qualified, unless removed by the vote of a majority of all 

members of the Commission as provided in this Article. Any appointment to fill a 

vacancy will be for the unexpired term. Nothing in the provisions of this section will be 

construed to prevent the judge from engaging in the practice of law in any other court 

during his tenure of office, but he will not accept employment inconsistent with his duties 

as judge or arising out of facts which give rise to or are connected with cases within the 

jurisdiction of the court pending in the court or that might become the subject of 

proceedings in the court. He must be a resident of this city. He may serve as judge of 

other municipal courts, if such service may be accomplished consistently with his duties 

as judge of this court, with the consent of the city commission.  

The judge will be paid a salary to be fixed by the Commission. The commission may, in 

its discretion, provide the judge with benefits offered to city employees. 

SECTION 6: Removal from Office 

(1) Municipal judges will be subject to removal from office, by the city commission, 

for the causes prescribed by the constitution and laws of this state for the removal of 

public officers. Proceedings for removal will be instituted by the filing of a verified 

written petition, setting forth facts sufficient to constitute one or more legal grounds for 

removal. Petitions may be signed and filed by the following:  

(a) The mayor; or 

(b) Twenty-five or more qualified electors of this city; 

(2) If the petition is signed by 25 or more qualified electors as provided in subsection 

(1)(b) of this section, verification may be executed by one or more of the 

petitioners. The city commission will set a date for hearing the matter and will 

cause notice thereof, together with a copy of the petition, to be served personally 

upon the judge at least ten days before the hearing.  

(3) At the hearing, the judge will be entitled to: 

(a) Representation by counsel; 

(b) Present testimony and cross examine the witnesses against him; and 

(c) Have all evidence against him presented in open hearing. 

(4) So far as they can be made applicable, the provisions of the Oklahoma 

Administrative Procedure Act governing individual proceedings (75 O.S. §§ 309—317 

and any amendments or additions thereto in effect at the time of the hearing) will govern 

removal proceedings under this SECTION. Judgment of removal will be entered only 

upon individual votes, by a majority of all members of the city commission, in favor of 

such removal.   

SECTION 7: Prohibition on Change of Venue – Disqualification of Judge. 

 (1)  No change of venue will be allowed from any Municipal Court, but the 

judge of the municipal court may be disqualified under the same terms and conditions as 

are now provided by law for courts of record. 



 (2)  In the event of an ethical disqualification by a municipal judge, the Chief 

Judge may assign the case to an Associate or Alternate Judge, or, if all of them are 

disqualified, he may appoint, on a case-by-case basis, a sitting municipal judge in another 

municipality within Pottawatomie County or an adjacent county to act as a special judge 

for the purposes of hearing the case. 

SECTION 8:  Acting Judge – Alternate Judge – Compensation.  

In the event of disqualification of the Chief Judge in a particular case, or his absence or 

inability to act, should there be no Associate Judge available, the Mayor of the 

municipality may appoint some person, qualified as provided in this chapter, as acting 

municipal judge of the court in the place of the judge during his absence or inability to 

act or in a case wherein the judge is disqualified; or, in its discretion, the municipal 

governing body may provide by ordinance for the appointment of an alternate judge of 

the court, in the same manner and for the same term as the judge and possessing the 

qualifications prescribed by Section 5 above, who will sit as acting judge of the court in 

case of the absence, inability or disqualification of the judge. If both the judge and the 

alternate judge are unable to sit, the mayor may appoint an acting judge as provided in 

this section. The Commission, by resolution, will provide for the compensation of an 

acting judge of the court.  

SECTION 9:  Vacancies in Office of Judge. 

Vacancies in the office of the judge will be filled in the same manner as provided for the 

appointment of the judge in the first instance. 

SECTION 10:  Municipal Attorney as Prosecuting Attorney. 

The Shawnee City Attorney, or some other attorney licensed to practice law in the State 

of Oklahoma as he may appoint, will be the prosecutor. The prosecutor will have full 

power to prosecute for the violations of any ordinance of Shawnee and will have the 

power to prosecute and resist appeals and proceedings in error and review from the court. 

SECTION 11:  Clerk of Court – Duties.  

The Municipal Clerk of any municipality where a Municipal Court is established, or a 

designated deputy will be the clerk of the Municipal Court unless the governing body 

establishes or authorizes a position of chief municipal court officer to serve as Court 

Clerk. 

The Court Clerk will have authority to carry out the duties of the position as required by 

law; provided, that the person who serves as court clerk may separately perform other 

duties for the municipality. The clerk of the court will: 

 (1)  Assist the judge in recording the proceedings of the court, preparation of 

writs, processes, or other papers; 

 (2)  Administer oaths required in judicial or other proceedings before the 

court; 

 (3)  Be responsible for the entry of all pleadings, processes, and proceedings in 

the dockets of the court; 

 (4)  Perform such other clerical duties in relation to the proceedings of the 

court as the judge will direct; and 

 (5)  Receive and give receipt for and disburse or deliver to the municipal 

treasurer all fines, forfeitures, fees, deposits, and sums of money properly payable to the 

municipal court. Such funds and sums of money while in the custody of the clerk will be 

deposited and disbursed upon vouchers as directed by the municipal governing body. 



 (6) The records of the Court may be maintained electronically, including 

citations and complaints, pleas, judgments, endorsements and all signatures. If a notice 

requires a mailing by certified mail, the electronic method of certification in use by the 

United States Postal Service will be sufficient to prove such mailing and receipt. When a 

party provides an e-mail address, notifications not requiring certification may be 

delivered electronically. 

SECTION 12:  Court Marshal – Duties.   

The municipal governing body, upon the recommendation of the judge of the Municipal 

Court, may designate any appropriate person who is a resident of the municipality to 

serve as Marshal, and in the absence of such a designation, the Chief of Police or 

corresponding officer of the municipality will be ex officio Marshal of the Court. The 

Marshal will execute any writs and other process directed to him, except as herein 

otherwise provided, and such duty may be performed by any Deputy Marshal or by any 

members of the police force of the municipality, as the case may be. 

SECTION 13:  Bond of Clerk and Judge – Form. 

 (1)  The Clerk and all deputy clerks and marshals, will give a bond, in an 

amount fixed by the Commission by resolution, to the City. The bond will be approved 

by the Commission and will be in substance as follows: 

I, ___________, ___________ of the Municipal Court of the City of Shawnee, State of 

Oklahoma, and ___________ and ___________,  sureties, do jointly and severally agree 

to pay on demand each and every person who may be entitled thereto, all such sums of 

money as the ________ may become liable to pay, on account of any moneys which may 

come into his hands, by virtue of his office. 

Dated at ___________, this _____ day of ______, 20__. 

_________________________ 

(Signed) 

 (2)  The Commission may provide that all judges, alternate judges, and an 

acting judge, or any of them, will give a bond to the City. If a bond is required, it will be 

in an amount to be fixed by resolution of the Commission. It will be conditioned in the 

same manner as the bond that is required of the Clerk of the Court, and it will be 

approved by the governing body. 

SECTION 14:  Fees, Fines, and Forfeitures – Dispositions. 

All of the fees, fines, and forfeitures which come into the Court will be paid by the Clerk 

of the court to the City Treasurer. The Treasurer will credit such deposits to the fund 

designated by the Commission. The Court Clerk will make duplicate receipts for the fees, 

fines, and forfeitures collected by him, one copy of which will be retained by the 

municipal treasurer together with a detailed statement of all costs, the style of the case in 

which they were paid, and the name of the party paying the same.  

SECTION 15:  Procedure – Judicial Notice of Statutes and Ordinances – Writs and 

Process – Service of Arrest Warrant. 

Except as otherwise provided for by law, the code of procedure in the Municipal Court 

will be the same as is provided for by law for the trial of misdemeanors. The court will 

take judicial notice of state statutes and the ordinances of the City. Writs and processes of 

the court may be issued by the judge or clerk thereof to any proper officer. All writs and 

processes of the Court in which a violation of a municipal ordinance is charged will be 

directed to the Chief of Police, a County Sheriff, or to some other appropriate peace 

officer. A law enforcement officer of the City or County Sheriff may serve an arrest 

warrant issued by the municipal court any place within this state. If the warrant is served 

by a county sheriff, the City will pay the Sheriff's Service Fee Account a fee of Twenty 

Dollars ($20), unless such fee is waived by the Sheriff. 



SECTION 16: Issuance of Summons 

 

(1) Upon the filing of a complaint charging violation of an ordinance, the municipal 

judge, unless he determines to issue a warrant of arrest or unless the defendant previously 

has been issued a citation or has been arrested and has given bond for appearance, will 

issue a summons, naming the person charged, specifying his address or place of residence 

if known, stating the offense with which he is charged and giving him notice to answer 

the charge in the court on a day certain, containing a provision for the official return of 

the summons and including such other pertinent information as may be necessary.  

 

(2)  The summons will be served by delivering a copy to the defendant personally. If 

he fails to appear and to answer the summons within the prescribed period, a warrant will 

be issued for his arrest, as provided by this article.  

 

SECTION 17:  Issuance of Warrant; Summons 

(1)  Except as otherwise provided in this Code or other city ordinances, upon the 

filing of a complaint approved by endorsement by the city attorney or by the municipal 

judge, there will be issued a warrant of arrest, in substantially the following form:  

"The City of Shawnee, Oklahoma, to the Marshal of the Municipal Court 

of Shawnee, Oklahoma. Complaint upon oath having this day been made 

by (naming complainant) that the offense of (naming the offense in 

particular but in general terms) has been committed and accusing (name of 

defendant) thereof, you are commanded therefore forthwith to arrest the 

above named (name of defendant) and bring ____________ (insert him, 

her or them as appropriate) before me, at ____________ (naming the 

place). Witness my hand this ____________ day of 

____________/____________/____________, ____________.  

..... 

Judge of the Municipal Court of Shawnee, Oklahoma"  

 

 (2)  It will be the duty of the marshal, personally or through a duly constituted 

member of the police force or through any other persons lawfully authorized to so act, to 

execute such warrant as promptly as possible.  

SECTION 18:  Rules of Conduct for Court Business. 

The judge of the court may prescribe rules, consistent with the provisions of this article, 

for the proper conduct of the business of the Court. 

SECTION 19:  Prosecutions by Verified Complaint – Style. 

All prosecutions commenced in the l Court will be by complaint which will be subscribed 

by the person making the complaint and will be verified before a judge, the Court Clerk, 

a Deputy Court Clerk, or a Police Officer. No warrant for arrest will be issued until the 

complaint has been approved by the judge of the Court. All prosecutions for the violation 

of municipal ordinances will be styled, "The City of Shawnee vs. ________________ 

(naming the person or persons charged)". 

SECTION 20: Properly Verified Citation or Ticket. 

Notwithstanding other provisions of law, when a law enforcement officer issues a citation 

or ticket as the basis for a complaint or information, for an offense against a municipal 

ordinance which is declared to be a misdemeanor, the citation or ticket will be properly 

verified if: 



 (1)  The issuing officer subscribes the officer's signature on the citation, ticket 

or complaint to the following statement: 

"I, the undersigned issuing officer, hereby certify and swear that I have read the 

foregoing information and know the facts and contents thereof and that the facts 

supporting the criminal charge stated therein are true."  

Such a subscription by an issuing officer, in all respects, will constitute a sworn 

statement, as if sworn to upon an oath administered by an official authorized by law to 

administer oaths; and 

 (2)  The citation or ticket states the specific facts supporting the criminal 

charge and the ordinance or statute alleged to be violated; or 

 (3)  A complainant verifies by oath, subscribed on the citation, ticket or 

complaint, that he has read the information, knows the facts and contents thereof and that 

the facts supporting the criminal charge stated therein are true. For purposes of such an 

oath and subscription, any law enforcement officer of the state, county or municipality of 

the State of Oklahoma issuing the citation, ticket or complaint will be authorized to 

administer the oath to the complainant. 

SECTION 21:  Arraignment – Fines in Lieu of Appearance. 

The arraignment will be made by the court. The judge or the prosecuting attorney will 

read the complaint to the defendant, inform him of his legal rights and of the 

consequences of conviction, and ask him whether he pleads guilty or not guilty. The 

Commission, by ordinance or public resolution, may prescribe a schedule of fines which 

the defendant may pay in lieu of his appearance before the Municipal Court and such 

payment will constitute a final determination of the cause against the defendant. 

SECTION 22:  Pleas 

There will be four kinds of pleas to a complaint in the municipal court:  

(1) Guilty. 

(2) Not guilty. 

(3) Nolo contendere, subject to the approval of the court. The legal effect of 

such plea will be the same as that of a plea of guilty, but the plea may not be used 

against the defendant as an admission in any civil suit based upon or growing out 

of the act upon which the criminal prosecution is based.  

(4) A former judgment of conviction or acquittal of the offense charged, 

which must be specially pleaded, either with or without the plea of not guilty. 

 

SECTION 23:  Postponement of Trial 

 

Before trial commences in the municipal court, either party, upon good cause shown, may 

obtain a reasonable postponement thereof.  

SECTION 24:  Presence of Defendant 

The defendant must be present in person at the trial in the municipal court, 

SECTION 25:  Guilty plea; conviction 

If the defendant pleads guilty or is convicted after trial, the municipal court must render 

judgment thereon, fixing the penalty within the limits prescribed by the applicable 

ordinance and imposing sentence accordingly.  

 



SECTION 26:  Bail – Amount and Conditions – Temporary Cash Bond. 

 (1)  If a resident of the City of Shawnee is arrested by a law enforcement 

officer for the violation of any traffic ordinance for which Section 27 below does not 

apply, or is arrested for the violation of a non-traffic ordinance, the officer will 

immediately release said person if the person acknowledges receipt of a citation by 

signing it. Provided, however, the arresting officer need not release said person if it 

reasonably appears to the officer that the person may cause injury to himself or others or 

damage to property if released, that the person will not appear in response to the citation, 

or the person is arrested for an offense against a person or property. If said person fails to 

appear in response to the citation, a warrant will be issued for his arrest and his 

appearance will be compelled.  

If the arrested resident is not released by being permitted to sign a citation as provided for 

in this subsection, he will be admitted to bail either before or after arraignment, or will be 

released on personal recognizance. The City may prescribe a fine for up to the maximum 

amount authorized by law for failure of a person to have a valid driver's license when 

charged with a traffic violation.  

 (2)  If a nonresident of a municipality served by a municipal court is arrested 

by a law enforcement officer for a violation of any ordinance for which Section 27 does 

not apply, the defendant will be eligible to be admitted to bail either before or after 

arraignment.  

 (3)  The amount and conditions of bail granted pursuant to the provisions of 

subsections A and B of this section will be determined by the judge who will prescribe 

rules for the receipt of bail and for the release on personal recognizance. The amount of 

bail for each offense will not exceed the maximum fine plus court costs, unless the 

defendant has a previous history of failing to appear according to the terms or conditions 

of a bond, in which case the amount of bail will not exceed One Thousand Dollars 

($1,000). In the event of arrests at night, emergencies, or when the judge is not available, 

a court official, the Chief of Police or his designated representative may be authorized by 

the judge, subject to such conditions as will be prescribed by the judge, to accept a 

temporary cash bond in a sufficient amount to secure the appearance of the accused. The 

cash bond will not exceed the maximum fine provided for by ordinance for each offense 

charged, unless the defendant has a previous history of failing to appear according to the 

terms or conditions of a bond, in which case the amount of the cash bond will not exceed 

One Thousand Dollars ($1,000). The court official, Chief of Police, or his designated 

representative is authorized, subject to such conditions as will be prescribed by the judge, 

to release a resident of the municipality on personal recognizance.  

SECTION 27:  Release on Personal Recognizance. 

If a resident or nonresident of Shawnee is arrested by a law enforcement officer solely for 

a misdemeanor violation of a traffic ordinance, other than an ordinance pertaining to a 

parking or standing traffic violation, and the arrested person is eligible to sign a written 

promise to appear and be released upon personal recognizance as provided for in Section 

1115.1 of Title 22, then the procedures provided for in the State and Municipal Traffic 

Bail Bond Procedure Act as applied to municipalities, will govern. A municipality, by 

ordinance, may prescribe a bail bond schedule for this purpose and may provide for bail 

to be used as payment of the fine and costs upon a plea of guilty or Nolo contendere, as 

provided for in Section 1115.1 of Title 22. Absent such ordinance, the Municipal Court 

may prescribe a bail bond schedule for traffic offenses. The amount of bail will not 

exceed the maximum fine and costs provided by ordinance for each offense, unless the 

defendant has a previous history of failing to appear according to the terms or conditions 

of a bond, in which case the amount of bail will not exceed One Thousand Dollars 

($1,000).  

SECTION 28:  Failure to Appear According to Terms of Bond – Forfeiture. 

 (1) If, without sufficient excuse, a defendant fails to appear according to the 

terms or conditions of a bond, given by a bail bondsman as defined in Section 1301 of 



Title 59 of the Oklahoma Statutes, either for hearing, arraignment, trial, or judgment, or 

upon any other occasion when the presence of the defendant in court or before the judge 

may be lawfully required:  

(a)  The court will perform the procedures set forth in Section 1332 of 

Title 59 of the Oklahoma Statutes whereby the Court Clerk will 

issue the required notices; or  

  (b) 

1)  The Judge will issue an order declaring the bond to be 

forfeited on the day the defendant failed to appear and 

stating the reasons therefor, and  

2)  Within five (5) days of the order of forfeiture, the Court 

Clerk will file a certified copy of the order with the district 

court in Pottawatomie County. The District Court Clerk 

will treat the certified order of forfeiture as a foreign 

judgment and proceed in accordance with the provisions 

of Section 1332 of Title 59 of the Oklahoma Statutes. A 

surety will have all remedies available under the 

provisions of Section 1108 of Title 22 and Sections 1301 

through 1340 of Title 59 of the Oklahoma Statutes.  

 (2)  Court costs will be collectible from the proceeds of a forfeited bond.  

SECTION 29:  Jury Trials – Qualifications of Jurors. 

In all prosecutions in the municipal court for any offense for which the City, with the 

concurrence of the court, seeks imposition of a fine of more than Five Hundred Dollars 

($500), excluding court costs, or imprisonment, or both such fine and imprisonment, a 

jury trial will be had unless waived by the defendant and the municipality, provided that 

the municipality has compiled its penal ordinances in accordance with the provisions of 

Sections 14-109 and 14-110 of Title 11 of the Oklahoma Statutes. If the municipality has 

not compiled its ordinances as provided by law, the fine will not exceed Fifty Dollars 

($50). In prosecutions for all other offenses, or in cases when a jury trial is waived by the 

defendant and the municipality, trial will be to the court. A jury in the municipal court 

will consist of six (6) jurors, five of whom may return a verdict. Jurors will be good and 

lawful men or women, citizens of the county in which the court sits, having the 

qualifications of jurors in the district court. 

SECTION 30:  Selection and Summons of Jurors. 

Jurors in the Municipal Court will be selected pursuant to this section under the same 

terms and conditions as are provided for by law for the district courts, or in the 

alternative, pursuant to Section 18.1 of Title 38 of the Oklahoma Statutes. Upon written 

request of the judge of the Municipal Court for a stated number of jurors to the Chief 

Judge of the appropriate district court, it will be the duty of the Clerk of the District Court 

to draw from the jury wheel a requested number of jurors in the same manner as is 

provided by law for the District Court until the number requested, who from their 

addresses appear to reside within the corporate limits of the City of Shawnee, is drawn, 

and to prepare a list of names drawn and certify such list to the judge of the Municipal 

Court. On completion of the draw, the Clerk will immediately return to the jury wheel all 

names drawn which are not placed on the certified list. The judge of the Municipal Court 

will make written request to the Chief Judge of the District Court for a stated number of 

additional jurors if, after allowance of claimed statutory exemptions, the listed number is 

found to be insufficient. Summons of the prospective jurors will be issued as set out by 

ordinance, and may be served in person by the Chief of Police or any member of the 

police force of the City of Shawnee, or may be served by the Court Clerk by mail.

SECTION 31:  Fees and Mileage of Jurors and Witnesses. 

The municipal governing body will determine by ordinance or public resolution the fees 

and mileage that will be paid to jurors and witnesses in Municipal Court. However, no 

witness fee will be paid to any police or peace officer. The jury fee and mileage due 

jurors and witnesses will be paid as costs taxed to the party issuing the subpoena for the 

witnesses or requesting the jury trial. The Court may require that such fees be paid in 

advance. 

SECTION 32:  Misconduct of Jurors 

Every juror or person drawn or summoned as a juror is guilty of a misdemeanor if the 

juror or person:  

(1) Makes any promise or agreement to give a verdict for or against any party; 

or 

(2) Willfully permits any communication to be made to him or receives any 

book, paper, instrument or information relative to any cause pending before him, 

except according to the regular course of proceeding upon the trial of such cause.  

 

SECTION 33:  Misconduct of Officer in Charge of Jury 

Every officer to whose charge any juror or jury is committed by the municipal court or 

municipal judge is guilty of a misdemeanor if the officer negligently or willfully permits 

the jury or any one of the jury to:  

(1) Receive any communication from any person; 

(2) Make any communication to any person; 

(3) Obtain or receive any book or paper or refreshment; or 

(4) Leave the jury room, the jury box or his immediate custody or control, 

without the leave of such court or judge first obtained. 

 

SECTION 34:  Attempt to Influence Juror 

Every person is guilty of a misdemeanor if the person attempts to influence a juror or any 

person summoned or drawn as a juror, in respect to his verdict or decision on any cause 

or matter pending or about to be brought before him:  

(1) By means of any oral or written communication had with him, except in 

the regular course of proceedings upon the trial of the cause;  

(2) By means of any book, paper or instrument exhibited otherwise than in the 

regular course of proceedings upon the trial of the cause;  

(3) By means of any threat or intimidation; 

(4) By means of any assurance or promise of any pecuniary or other 

advantage; or 

(5) By publishing any statement, argument or observation relating to the 

cause. 

 

SECTION 35:  Influencing False Testimony by Witnesses 

No person will attempt to influence or will influence a witness to testify falsely in the 

municipal court. 

SECTION 36:  Judgment; costs 

(1) At the close of trial, judgment must be rendered by the municipal judge, 

who will cause it to be entered in his docket. 

(2) If the judgment is of acquittal and the defendant is not to be detained for 

any other legal cause, he must be discharged at once.  



(3) After conviction and sentence, the judge may suspend sentence, in 

accordance with the provisions of and subject to the conditions and procedures 

imposed by 11 O.S. §§ 27-123 and 27-124.  

(4) If a judgment of conviction is entered, the clerk of the court will tax the 

costs to the defendant in a sum of  set by Resolution of the City Commission, plus 

the fees and mileage of jurors and witnesses, all of which the defendant will pay, 

in addition to any fine that may be imposed.  

 

SECTION 37:  Delivery of Copy of Judgment of Imprisonment. 

 

If, after conviction in the municipal court, judgment of imprisonment is entered, a copy 

thereof, certified by the clerk, will be delivered to the chief of police, the county sheriff 

or other appropriate police officer. Such copy will be a sufficient warrant for execution of 

the sentence.  

SECTION 38:   Enforcement of Payment of Fines or Costs by Imprisonment – 

Persons Unable to Pay. 

 (1)  If a defendant who is financially able refuses or neglects to pay a fine or 

costs or both, payment may be enforced: 

(a)  By imprisonment until the same will be satisfied at the rate of 

Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) per day; or 

(b)  In the same manner as is prescribed in subsection (3) of this 

section for a defendant who is without means to make such 

payment. 

(2) If the Judge determines, after due inquiry, that the defendant is without 

immediate funds to pay the fine or costs, but may be able to pay over a period of time, he 

may order the total to be paid in installments. Failure of the defendant to make payments 

as ordered without showing sufficient cause why he could not pay, will result in a warrant 

for arrest of the defendant. 

(3)  If the Judge determines, after due inquiry, that the defendant is without 

means to pay the fine or costs, the Judge may direct the total amount due to be entered 

upon the court minutes and to be certified to the district court in the county where the 

situs of the municipal government is located, where it will be entered upon the district 

court judgment docket and will have the full force and effect of a district court judgment. 

The same remedies will be available for the enforcement of the judgment as are available 

to any other judgment creditor. 

SECTION 39:  Municipal Court Judgments and Sentences – Execution. 

 (1)  All sentences of imprisonment will be executed by the Chief of Police, 

and any person convicted of a violation of any ordinance of the City and sentenced to 

imprisonment will be confined in the jail, farm, or workhouse designated by the City, in 

the discretion of the court, for the time specified in the sentence; provided, however, the 

court may, in lieu of imprisonment, order the defendant to engage in a term of 

community service without compensation. If the defendant fails to perform the required 

community service or if the conditions of community service are violated, the judge may 

impose a sentence of imprisonment, not to exceed the maximum sentence allowable for 

the violation for which the defendant was convicted.  

 (2)  The judge  imposing a judgment and sentence, at the judge’s discretion, is 

empowered to modify, reduce, suspend, or defer the imposition of a sentence or any part 

thereof and to authorize probation for a period not to exceed six (6) months from the date 

of sentence under terms or conditions as the judge may specify. Procedures relating to 

suspension of the judgment or costs or both will be as provided in Section 27. Upon 

completion of the terms of probation, the defendant will be discharged without a court 



judgment of guilt, and the verdict, judgment of guilty, or plea of guilty will be expunged 

from the record and the charge dismissed with prejudice to any further action. Upon a 

finding of the court that the conditions of probation have been violated, the municipal 

judge may enter a judgment of guilty. 

 (3)  The judge may continue or delay imposing a judgment and sentence for a 

period of time not to exceed six (6) months from the date of sentence. At the expiration of 

this period of time the judge may allow the City Attorney to amend the charge to a lesser 

offense. 

 (4)  If a deferred sentence is imposed, an administrative fee not to exceed Five 

Hundred Dollars ($500) may be imposed as costs in the case, in addition to any deferral 

fee otherwise authorized by law. 

SECTION 40:  Community Service or Remedial Action in Lieu of Fine or in 

  Conjunction with Imprisonment. 

Whenever any person is convicted in Municipal Court for violation of a municipal 

ordinance, the court may order the defendant to a term of community service or remedial 

action in lieu of fine or in conjunction with imprisonment. If the defendant fails to 

perform the required community service or if the conditions of community service are 

violated, the judge may impose a sentence of imprisonment, not to exceed the maximum 

sentence allowable for the violation for which the defendant was convicted. 

SECTION 41:  Suspension of Judgment or Costs – Reconfinement. 

Whenever any person will be convicted in the Municipal Court of violating a municipal 

ordinance, the judge trying the cause, after sentence, may suspend the judgment or costs 

or both and allow the person so convicted to be released upon his own recognizance. Any 

person so released will be required to report at such times and to such person or officer as 

the judge will direct. The judge may cause a warrant to be issued for any person so 

released if it will be made to appear to the judge that such person: 

 (1)  Has been guilty of the violation of any law after his release; 

 (2)  Is habitually associating with lewd or vicious persons; or 

 (3)  Is indulging in vicious habits. Upon the issuance of the warrant by the 

judge, the person will be delivered forthwith to the place of confinement to which he was 

originally sentenced and will serve out the full term for which he was originally 

sentenced. 

SECTION 42:  Traffic Violation by Juveniles 

(1) The municipal court will have and possess the original jurisdiction to hear 

and determine all offenses against the city traffic regulations, without previous 

proceedings in juvenile court, when the person informed against has attained the 

age of 16 years or when the person informed against is between the age of 16 and 

15½ years of age and is the holder of an operator's or restricted operator's license 

issued by the state department of public safety authorizing such person to operate 

a motor vehicle.  

(2) All such actions will be heard and determined in the manner provided by 

law for the trial of all other offenses against the city ordinances in such court, and 

the penalty for such offenses will be the same as provided for the violation of city 

traffic regulations.  

SECTION 43:  Supervision of Juveniles on Parole or Probation. 

In addition to the duties otherwise provided by law, the Judge, or some other person 

designated by the Commission, will be required to supervise all juveniles who are either 



on parole or serving probation terms or suspended sentences pronounced and adjudged by 

the Municipal Court. 

SECTION 44:  Contempt of Court. 

The judge will have power to enforce due obedience to orders, rules, and judgments made 

by him and may fine or imprison for contempt offered to the judge while holding his 

court or to process issued by him in the same manner and to the same extent as the 

District Courts of Oklahoma. 

SECTION 45:  Court Costs and Fees. 

Except as provided in Section 14-111 of Title 11 and subject to other limitations or 

exceptions imposed by law, the Commission will determine by ordinance or public 

resolution the court costs and fees that may be charged and collected by the Clerk of the 

Court. Court costs will not exceed the sum of Thirty Dollars ($30) plus the fees and 

mileage of jurors and witnesses. The Clerk of the Court is authorized to charge and 

collect the fees as determined by the municipal body. 

SECTION 46:  Costs of Imprisonment 

The judge will have the power to order the defendant to pay costs associated with 

imprisonment, or to waive such costs. 

SECTION 47:  Prosecution for Same Offense of Another Court Prohibited. 

When a defendant has been in jeopardy for the same or any lesser included offense in a 

Municipal Court or District Court, he will not be prosecuted in another court for the same 

or a lesser included offense. 

SECTION 48:  Writs of Mandamus, Prohibition, and Certiorari. 

The district court in each county wherein a Municipal Court is established will have the 

same jurisdiction to issue to the Municipal Court writs of mandamus, prohibition and 

certiorari as the Supreme Court now has to issue such writs to courts of record. 

SECTION 49:  Appeals. 

 (1)  An appeal may be taken from a final judgment of the Municipal Court by 

the defendant by filing in the District Court of Pottawatomie County, within ten days 

from the date of the final judgment, a notice of appeal and by filing a copy of the notice 

with the Municipal Court. In case of an appeal, a trial de novo will be had, and there will 

be a right to a jury trial if the sentence imposed for the offense was a fine of more than 

Two Hundred Dollars ($200) and costs. 

 (2)  Upon conviction, at the request of the defendant, or upon notice of appeal 

being filed, the judge of the Municipal Court will enter an order on the docket fixing an 

amount in which bond may be given by the defendant, in cash or sureties for cash in an 

amount of not less than One Hundred Dollars ($100) nor more than twice the amount of 

such fine. Bond will be taken by the Court Clerk. Any pledge of sureties must be 

approved by a judge of the court. 

 (3)  Upon appeal being filed the judge will within ten days thereafter certify to 

the Clerk of the appellate court the original papers in the case. If the papers have not been 

certified to the appellate court, the prosecuting attorney will take the necessary steps to 

have the papers certified to the appellate court within twenty days of the filing of the 

notice of appeal, and failure to do so, except for good cause shown, will be grounds for 

dismissal of the charge by the appellate court, the cost to be taxed to the municipality. 

The certificate will state whether or not the Municipal Judge hearing the case was a 

licensed attorney in Oklahoma. 



 (4)  All proceedings necessary to carry the judgment into effect will be had in 

the appellate court. 

SECTION 50:  Orders relative to procedures and practices by Supreme Court 

The Supreme Court is authorized to issue orders of statewide application relative to 

procedures in and practices before municipal courts and appeals therefrom, subject to the 

provisions of Section 27-101 to 27-132 of Title 11, and under its general superintending 

control of all inferior courts, will have the power and authority by and through the Chief 

Justice of the Supreme Court, to call annual conferences of the judges of the municipal 

courts of Oklahoma to consider matters calculated to bring about a speedier and more 

efficient administration of justice. 

SECTION 51:  Appeal to Court of Criminal Appeals. 

An appeal may be taken to the Court of Criminal Appeals from the final judgment or 

order of a district court in an appeal from a final judgment of the municipal court in the 

same manner and to the same extent that appeals are taken from a district court to the 

Court of Criminal Appeals. 

SECTION 52: REPEALER. All sections, subsections, clauses, and sentences of 

existing law in conflict with this ordinance are repealed. 

 

SECTION 53: CODIFICATION. This Ordinance will be codified in the Shawnee 

Municipal Code, and the codifier is authorized to set out the ordinance as appropriate. 

 

SECTION 54: SEVERABILITY. The provisions of this ordinance are severable and, if 

any sentence, provision, or other part of this Ordinance will be held invalid, the decision 

of the court so holding will not affect or impair any of the remaining parts or provisions 

of this ordinance.  

 

SECTION 55: EMERGENCY. Because it is necessary for the protection of the public’s 

health, safety, and welfare, an emergency is declared to exist.  This ordinance will be 

effective immediately upon its passage and publication.
